Well, today Pablo has a surprise for you! Hello, Pablo. How are you today?

Next, put the triangle on the brown paper and draw a triangle.

Thanks. Like this?


PABLO

That’s right! Now, draw 2 more triangles and cut out, like this. Now, tape them together, like this. Now, cut a door in one side. Now, fold the paper in the shape of a teepee and use tape, like this. Now, cut off the top with the scissors, like this. And put the sticks through the middle, like this. Then, tape the sticks to the lines, like this. And use the crayons and markers to draw a pattern. Voila!
