To get around you need legs. What a tantalising creature feature these are. No two legs

are the same and they’re all for getting about. New legs, wobbly legs, hungry legs.

Young Thompson’s gazelles have to learn to run quickly because there are hungry predators out there.

A cheetah is the fastest animal on four legs. It can run faster than a car over this bumpy ground.

This lizard’s legs can move so quickly it can run on water. You can see how it got its name Jesus Christ lizard. This strange animal is a sloth. It has very long, very slow legs. A lazy swim and he’s ready for a nap.

Long legs, short legs. The horse and the hare can run at the same speed but for every long step the horse takes the hare has to take ten short ones. But the longest legs in the world belong to the giraffe – useful for finding tasty leaves at the very top of trees shorter animals can’t reach. Mmmm… lovely! But having such long legs does make getting a drink a bit of an effort.
These legs are used for jumping. Frogs can jump, Kangaroos can jump over fences!

And the sifaka looks like he’s jumping for joy. How many legs do you need to get around?

Birds have two, well most of them do! We have two as well. Some have four but like using two, but you’ve got to concentrate. Starfish have five. Insects have six and spiders have eight hairy legs. But the animal with the most legs in the world is the Californian millepede with around 750 of them!
