A whole variety of feature creatures are used for fighting and for protection. Just like the knights of old you can find creatures armed with shields, swords, spears and spikes. Not many animals look like they’re really wearing armour but this one does. Its an Indian rhino and its skin is seriously tough and thick. Useful when other rhinos have sharp horns.
This insect is called a shield bug because of the shape of the tough covering on her

back. She uses her shield to protect her babies from attacking ants.

Even a squirt of acid from the ants doesn’t put her off. Why have one sword when you can have two! These black buck have horns which they use to fight with other males. Just like a real sword fight.
This jay has landed on wood ants nest and the ants are not happy. They squirt the bird with acid. Now this normally chases off intruders, but the jay is using the ants’ weapon to kill parasites, blood sucking bugs living on its feathers.
A hive of happy honey bees. These hornets are known as bee wolves and they’re planning an attack on the hive. But the bees are brave and work as a team. They bring down 

hornet and sting it to death before it can get them.
This jelly fish doesn’t have horns or squirt acid.  But just because its soft an squishy don’t go

thinking its harmless.  Below the surface its tentacles are covered in thousands of poisonous

stings. They use them to catch and paralyse small fish which are then reeled in for lunch.

Anemones also used stinging tentacles to catch their food but these little clown fish are imune to the anemone’s poison. They live by the anemone all the time and even lay their eggs here. You can just see the shiny eyes of their babies and the anemone’s stings protect them from danger.
These blue crabs are about to mate but first the female has to wriggle out of her protective suit of armour. Underneath her new shell is soft and she’s unprotected so her mate looks after her until it becomes as hard as the old one. This little shark has a secret weapon on its back. Spines.

Surprise! But this hungry angel shark is in for a nasty shock of its own.  It can’t swallow the little shark because of its spines. Out you come!  Aagh!
